College Level Activities:

January to 16th  January 2019 . Total 44 NSS volunteers participated in this camp. NSS Programme 

officers Mr. Rajpal Tayade , Mr. Suhas Dhanve Mrs. Archana Shete accompanied the students 

throughout the camp. Mr. Avinash Raut, Upsarpanch of Vajreshwari village rendered his valuable 

support in this camp. Throughout the camp various activities were carried out such as Swatchata 

Abhiyan, Contouring Activity, Cleaning the Roads and Levelling the Roads.
